PC Robertson reported that there were no major crimes in the past month.1 serious assault, 9 further assaults, 2 people were stopped and searched and found to be in possession of drugs – 1 person had a quantity of heroin with a street value of £200 and the other had a quantity of cannabis with a street value of £200, 3 people were issued with warrants for drugs in August, 1 person was reported for anti-social behaviour, no housebreakings, 7 shopliftings, I hate crime reported in the Hayocks area, 2 calls also reported in Ardeer Rec & Kerelaw Castle, speeding tickets were issued in New Street, 6 people were also stopped during speed checks in Caledonia Road and given warnings.
