MINUTES

COMMUNITY COUNCIL MEETING held MONDAY 11th March 2019, 7.00pm in VILLAGE HALL

ATTENDING: Strathclyde Police; Steven Cameron, NAC Health & Social Care; Members of the public
MINUTES:  11th February Minutes approved by (G Do) and seconded by (DP) 

TREASURER'S REPORT:  Treasurer (DP) reported that the accounts had not changed in the last month. The current balance is £ 272.94. 

POLICE SCOTLAND:  PC Thomas Arthur reported that from11th February 2019 to the 11th March 2019 there had been (60) incidents reported which resulted in (6) crime reports consisting of (2) Assaults; (2) Theft; (2) Road Traffic Offences.  Of the offences recorded, (5) were detected. 


CORRESPONDENCE / REPORTS:
 Hope Homes: Re area to the East of Chapelton Road, Notification of PoAN exhibition was held on the 28th February. Await submission of Planning Application, they estimate April / May and commence construction if approved in 2020.

Friends of Firth of Clyde: Public presentation (DP) Reported that there had been a large turnout of residents mostly from Largs and Fairlie. NAC planning representative accepted that there had been no EIA but justified it on the grounds that on the planning applications submitted there was no requirement for an EIA. (i.e. the Caisson gate and the jetty improvements.)

SSE Liaison Group: Meeting with Community Council representatives 14th February. (JL) Reported that the meeting was about the decommissioning of the site. The Turbine would be taken down April / May and then reduced to scrap. Disposal would be by road over a period of about ten weeks the site would be cleared by the autumn. The final details were still to be agreed by NAC.

Gladman Associates: The Gladman public exhibition re Ardrossan High Road site was held in the Village Hall on the 7th March 2019. It appears that they are now reverting to the original LDP1 area but have increased the number of residences to 45/50 instead of the 30 approved in LDP1.  We shall await a formal planning submission before making comment.          
  
Peel Ports: Hunterston Marine Yard Liaison Committee initial meeting to be held on the 18th March 2019. (JL) would attend. (DP) as alternate.

NAC Exec: A New Regional Transport Strategy for Strathclyde – Notice of Forthcoming Briefing and Opportunity to Comment.  No update as yet from NAC.

NAC:  Cllr. Ferguson e-mail: NAC received £1.4m town regeneration money. (KH) commented that the criteria stated would be very difficult for W/K to access.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Hunterston SSG: (JL) attended and reported as follows:
Hunterston A: The main issue was the cladding of the reactor buildings, the contract had been awarded but discussions were now ongoing with the contractor as the method to be used to install   would now have to be scaffolding and the contract price had risen from £16 million to £25million.
 All other decommissioning works were progressing as planned. The breakthrough into Bunker 1 was    planned for late March. This will be the last waste bunker to be emptied. The NDA were            looking again at the final clearance scenario for all of their sites with a view that they were not returned to Greenfield sites but that some low level waste would be left on site.
Hunterston B: As previously the main topic was the cracked core bricks in reactor 3 and 4. Reactor 3 has now been off-line for a year and to date the submission to restart has not been sent to the ONR for approval. Reactor 4 re-submission is currently with ONR. There is no current forecast as to when the reactors will restart.

Local Place Plans: (JL) attended a focus group meeting on behalf of North Ayrshire on the proposals for Local Place Plans being developed by Scottish Government. (JL) was the only Community Council representative invited to attend from North, South and East Ayrshire. The focus group was generally made up with Planners, representatives from Health and Social Care and Housing Departments. 
(JL) made the point that to go forward, Planners had to be trusted by the local residents, and that the residents’ views have to be taken into account in the decision process. The planners agreed that they needed to improve their communication skills when it comes to dealing with the general public. 
(JL) would ask Fiona Garven to if possible to give WKCC a briefing on the Local Place Plan project.

UPDATES and ONGOING: 

Scottish Government: Appointment of the Reporter for Planning Appeal – Site to South of 128-130 Meadowfoot Road. No further information available at present. The Appeal was still with the reporter and no judgement had been issued.

NAC - Future of Public Buildings in West Kilbride: No further information available at present.

Trans Serv: A78 extension of 30mph limits to Chapelton and new 40mph limit to southern boundary of Waterside Hotel.  This is ongoing

LDP2:  With Scottish Government Reporter (JL) update: Now four (4) Reporters have been appointed. NAC have responded to the Reporters request for further information regarding Housing numbers. NAC now expect that the reporter to make a decision on the LDP2 by August 2019.
 
Meadowfoot Tenants Association: (RD) reported that only two residents turned up for the public meeting to set-up the Tenants and Residents Association.
        
Japanese Knotweed at Portencross:  Clr Ferguson having informed the CC that the owner was Mr W. Jack, requested that the CC contact Mr Jack about the invasive species. (JL)  spoke to Mr Jack and the matter of eradication had already been dealt with by himself and SNH at the start of 2018. SNH will be treating the invasive species for the next two years.   

WK Business Group: Siting of Off-road long term parking in village centre: this was ongoing. (KH) requested that WKCC support the Business Group in this project. 
(KH) also reported that the Business Group were progressing the Ayrshire 2020 tourist initiative as previously reported ,with the Village Signage and with Streetscene had indicated that the street Furniture would be refurbished.  Scotrail had agreed to paint the planters at the station. Work would continue to improve the village for 2020.

War Memorial Garden:  No update available.( Subsequent e-mail from   (GDi) states that they hope to start next month.

SEPA / Peel Ports:  Scrap Yard Licence Application for Hunterston Rig Yard site: No further information at this stage.

Handrails: (JL) this has now been addressed by Roads Department and will be looked at in the 2019/2020 financial year.

Community Investment from housing developments in West Kilbride: (JL) no response received from NAC. We would pursue this enquiry.

Beach Path:  (JL) reported that the response from Roads Department was that the path was the responsibility of the landowner and/or the Golf course. This information was passed to (GDo) 

Ardrossan Academy Campus :(KH) asked if there had been any response to the request regarding communication to the Community Council  from NAC on the proposed new to be built at North Crescent Ardrossan. (JL) no reply as yet received would make further enquiries.
