	Matters arising

· Scotland loves Local – Special Judges Award – HM along with Sheena Woodside attended Scottish Parliament to collect the award on behalf of the GV Local Place Plans Group on 05.11.25. This was an opportunity to network with MSP’s and Scotland Towns Partnership.
· Anderson Hotel – Cllr DR reports that a notice has been served on the three owners to make good. This has commenced – HM advised that the barriers in place do not give safe walking route for pedestrians – Cllr DR will follow up. An independent examiner has reported that the buildings should be demolished. Owners are required to pay owed rates and would be responsible for demolition costs. It is hoped that the buildings can be saved and discussions are ongoing.
· A737 Bypass Project – there have been ongoing press communications with some elected councillors and BDCC noted that it was not asked for comment. BDCC will once again write to Transport Minister and Amey to request funding to deliver the project.

	1. Cllr RS advised that Beith Lights and Laughter event will be held on Saturday 6 December. HM advised that she had been in touch with the group and will present the Best Dressed Window winners following the arrival of the parade and lights switch on at the Cross. 
2. SM raised a question about the removal of the number 25 bus on the Meadowside route. The route will now travel via Chestnut Avenue, Hawthorn Avenue, Mains Road and onto Reform Street. SM reported that there are no bus shelters on these routes and no reason has been given for removing Meadowside. It was noted that when football is on at Bellsdale that there is heavy congestion with car parking. Discussion on whether some of the grass / land area could be developed into a car park – Cllr Johnstone will follow up. It agreed to write to Stagecoach to ask why Meadowside has been removed from the route – SM & RW will write the letter. 
3. HM asked about the lack of heating in the community centre. Cllrs reported that the boiler was broken and despite new parts being fitted it was still not working. Cllrs will follow up.

The number of crime reports recorded for the Beith area has seen a marked increase this month, however, these are mainly attributed to the increase in shopliftings and 33 road traffic offences which includes 19 detections for speeding.
