We held a successful Race Night in May to raise funds that will support our funds to deliver our DDAY 80 years event on 6 June. The
DDAY 80 event was highly supported by residents, and we worked in partnership with Beith Drama Group who gave a great performance,
alocal piper, our resident bugler and local minister who all gave up their time to support the event. Thank you to everyone that took part in
this event

We supported and organised the Christmas Best Dressed Window Competition in Dec 2023 and invitation letters for Dec 2024 Best
Dressed Window Competition have been issued. We will announce the winners on 29 November 2024.

We were pleased to hand over the six pieces of outdoor gym equipment to Beith Skatepark Action Group on Friday 11 October which have
now been installed at Beith Orr Trust Park. On Monday 14 October we met with the installer for the five picnic benches that we have
donated to Beith Skatepark Action Group and agreed on where they should be sited. These have now been installed. We also donated a
park bench to Beith Trust to be sited in Geilsland and To Friends of Spiers to be sited in Spiers grounds. These are now installed and make
a lovely addition to both sites. All the benches are supporting mental health and well being from Breathing Space. Huge congratulations to
the Beith Skatepark Action Group on redeveloping the skatepark to make it fit for purpose, challenging and a safe area for young people.
We are supporting the official launch on 23 November. The area is a welcome improvement to the area.

Due to North Ayrshire Councils Streetscene budgetary cuts and the decision that no bedding areas or planters will be planted, we agreed
to adopt the two circles at Roebank Road, the planter at Main Street and the planter on Wilson Street to provide some colour to brighten up
the town. We would continue to oversee the Coronation garden planting with a move to including perennials. NAC decision also included
no further planting at war memorials. Following several emails and with the support of elected councillors, NAC agreed to plant perennials
in all war memorils in North Ayrshire. For Beith War Memorial we adopted the site until September 24 as we had a very generous
donation of begonias from Douglas at Scotplants and a group of volunteers helped to plant the war memorial which looked beautiful
through the summer. A huge thank you to Douglas and the volunteers. NAC agreed to delay planting perennials until the summer flowering
had ended. Our special thanks to Beith Christian Action Group and a resident of Roebank Road for their generous donations to the cost of
plants. Now working in partnership with other groups the following have agreed to adopt areas: The Scouts — Roebank Road: The
Brownies — Main Street Planter and the School — Wilson Street planter. We have donated tete a tete bulbs to each of the groups for spring
flowering and planted the coronation garden with some perennials, winter flowering, tete a tete bulbs and ground cover in addition to
donated plants from Anna Henderson's garden, thank you Anna. A big thank you to Jean Highgate for her generous donation towards the
cost of the bulbs. | am sure you will agree that the summer planting brought many smiles and that the spring bulbs will brighten everyone's
day when they flower.

We are delighted to report that Beith Community Association have agreed to hand over the Citizen Of the Year Awards to back to BDCC
and thank them for delivering this award in the absence of a community council. We are now working on our plans and await the outcome
of our PB application to secure funds to support the delivery of the awards

Our attendance at the various groups above gives us a voice on matters relating to the Gamock Valley and to Beith and District. For
example, we have many discussions around employability, transport. particular issues in each area such as state of town centres and we
try to find solutions / projects / funding to make improvements. A lot of hard work goes into consultations such as Place Plans and the
importance of communities sharing their views and ideas. | am pleased to report that from the recent Gamock Valley Place Plans survey
that 40% of responses came from Beith and District. It is hoped that the community wil further engage with the face-to-face event to be
held on 14 November in the community centre to bring more views and ideas to be included in the Place Plan

In March, Beith Health Centre GPs gave an in-depth presentation on the ongoing challenges of running the health centre and how they are
developing systems to best support its patients. A particular challenge faced by the GP's is the recruitment of new GPs to the practice and
securing locums, however since this presentation the GP's have reported via their social media page that they are now at full capacity of
GP's and staffing and continue to use e-consult to screen submissions and direct the patient to the most appropriate person to help the
patient with their submission

We have continued to support the community with several planning applications, encouraging residents to attend developer’s consultations
and respond with their views to planning applications.
