I. NAC Roads- no notifications. Chapelton has some drains work completed and the whole road is due for resurfacing.

III. Montfode Holiday Village – no further information
IV. Wellington- EC reported - Wellington upgrade is continuing with ongoing discussion re the windows
V. Persimmon Development - new residents expected in October. No update regarding the Summerlea entrance ways. Re the trees – confused information circulating. EC will forward the NAC email regarding Active Travel. No further information regarding the trees being removed.
VI. Surgery— GR reported a new Doctor is being sought and a new Mental Health medic is in post for 2 days per week. It appears the surgery is not attractive to new professionals because of the level of complaint from the community. 
It was stated by others that the service has improved considerably and a level of satisfaction was expressed.  Some concerns still about the telephone service offering a waiting time of 3 minutes when quite often it is considerable more than that – up to 45minutes were reported. Also appointments may still be difficult to access.
VII. Local Place Plans – seven areas are expected to be registered for building development – how these fit into our LPP where we are seeking green belt protection will be watched with interest.
VIII. LDP3-  awaiting publication of the draft
IX. Glen – GC is dealing with the kissing gates
[bookmark: _Hlk183519970]EC reported on the Gas Works repairs which are considerable as the burn wall needs rebuilding- it was reported 23 years ago. EC had stopped the removal of some trees and they have been topped.  A number have already been removed from the site. Entry gate has been removed and it was felt the entry looked better without it. 12 more weeks of work expected.
X. Lights in the Glen – GC requested that these funds may be made to the Sports Club to improve their income streams for further funding application.  LR agreed to explore this option. CRGDF have been engaged and the work will be progressed.
XI. Mail Chimp: - increased to 235 members. Facebook has 977 hits this month.
XII. Barry Turley had agreed to offer an update on the Hunterston Interconnector from Ireland – visit welcomed but not a high priority for us.
XIII. Ayrshire Climate Hub – Teams Link had been circulated 
XIV. Hunterston Parc meeting – KH will attend
XV. New Constitution - The new Constitution was formally agreed
